
Step 2 - Submission / Compliance

January 22nd, 2009 Application 
submitted to MNR 

20 days after application is received
MNR determines compliance under ARA.

Step 1 - Preparation / Pre-Consultation

St Marys Cement prepared materials 
for submission to MNR.

If application the is  
incomplete it is 

returned to St Marys 
Cement.

If application is complete, then the application 
proceeds to next steps, and MNR posts notice 

of  application on the EBR Registry for 30 
Days.

Steps 3 & 4 - Notification / Circulation and Consultation 

Day 1   = Notification Published in local Newspapers. 
St Marys Cement decides when to do this. 

Day 21 = Earliest day after publication that the            
Information Session \ Public Meeting can be held.

Day 34 = Last possible day to hold an Information Session.
Day 45 = Last day for comments and objections to      

be received by St Marys Cement and MNR.

Step 5 - Resolution of Objections 

Day 1 = Notification Published in local Newspapers.
Day 730 = Last Day for St Marys Cement to submit all require                       

information to resolve the objections within the 2 year time
limit or the application is considered to be withdrawn.

This step will include a 20 Day notification period within it for government agencies, 
other stakeholders and community residents to respond to St Marys Cement’s 

recommendations  about how to resolve objections. It will be critical to confirm our 
objections. If no responses to St Marys recommendations are received, objections 

are considered withdrawn.

6 Step Aggregate License Application Process

Step 6 - Decision

The MNR must make a recommendation to the Minister 30 Days
after receiving all required information from St Marys Cement. 
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
