1.1 ALL OF THE OVERBURDEN FROM PHASE 1 IS REQUIRED FOR PERIMETER
BERMS AND FOR THE INTERIM BERM BETWEEN PHASES 3 AND 4. THIS
PHASE INCLUDES EXCAVATION OF THE HAUL ROAD AND SINKING CUT, TO
ENABLE INSTALLATION OF THE PORTABLE PROCESSING PLANT AT THE
FIRSTLIFT ELEVATION OF APPROXIMATELY 268 M.

1.2 DRAINAGE AND DEWATERING FACILITIES, INCLUDING THE SUMP,
DECANTING POND AND STORAGE POND FOR DUST SPRAY AND
AGGREGATE WASHING, WILL BE CONSTRUCTED.

1.3 AS PHASE 1 PROCEEDS, THE DISTRIBUTION SYSTEM WILL BE EXTENDED

THE NORTHERLY HALF OF PHASE 1 WILL BE EXCAVATED TO THE SECOND
LIFT ELEVATION, AS PHASE 2 IS BEING STRIPPED AND PREPARED. THE
DEWATERING SUMP, DECANTING AND RECHARGE PONDS WILL BE
RELOCATED TO THE BOTTOM OF THE SECOND LIFT IN PHASE 1

PHASE 2

2.1 TOPSOIL AND OVERBURDEN WILL BE USED TO EXTEND THE CONCESSION
12 BERM WESTERLY AND TO BEGIN PROGRESSIVE REHABILITATION IN
THE NORTHEAST SECTOR OF PHASE 1

2.2 WHEN PHASE 2 HAS BEEN EXCAVATED, TO THE FIRST LIFT LEVEL, THE
PROCESSING PLANT AND STOCKPILE AREAS MAY BE RELOCATED TO THE
SECOND LIFTLEVEL. THIS WILL REQUIRE A SITE PLAN AMENDMENT.

PHASE 3

3.1 NO BERM EXTENSIONS ARE REQUIRED FORPHASE 3. ALL OF THE
TOPSOIL AND SUBSOIL STRIPPED FROM THIS PHASE WILL BE UTILIZED
FOR THE WETLAND REHABILITATION BACKFILL IN PHASE 1

3.2 PHASE 3 WILL BE EXCAVATED TO THE FIRST LIFT LEVEL, FOLLOWED BY
THE SECOND LIFT LEVEL, PROBABLY AS TWO BENCHES.

PHASE 4

4.1 OVERBURDEN AND TOPSOIL FROM THIS PHASE ARE REQUIRED TO
CONSTRUCT THE WESTERLY PERIMETER BERM AND COMPLETION OF
THE CONCESSION 12 BERM. ADDITIONAL FILL MATERIALS WILL THEN BE
USED TO BACKFILL THE WETLAND REHABILITATION AREA IN PHASE 3

4.2 THE HAUL ROAD AND BERMS WILL REMAIN UNTIL PHASE 4 IS
COMPLETED. FINAL REHABILITATION WILL BE COORDINATED WITH SITE
DECOMMISSIONING
